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Framing Checklist

Anchor Bolts or Go Bolts are installed and tightened down

__
Hurricane Straps if applicable

__
Walls are level (no crooked or bowed studs)

__
Walls are in the proper location

__
Doors are in the proper location

__
Door widths are as per plan or adjusted to fit the space provided

Make sure there is enough space for the door casing to go around the door and it does not go into the adjacent wall.

__
Blocking is installed for toilet paper holders, televisions, custom blinds etc.

Garage door opening is the proper size; beam is level and is not sagging. Make  sure the sensor wires are installed

__
Attic Access installed if applicable. Plywood any space in the attic for storage

__
Brick ties placed where brick will be installed

__
Windows and exterior doors are installed

__
Check to ensure that all windows and doors operate properly and are square

__
Electrical

Switch, receptacles, ceiling fans, lighting, telephone, cable/satellite, alarm boxes are installed and are in the proper location



Electrical has the rough-in inspection completed

__
Plumbing

Toilet stacks are centered in the space the toilet is going to be installed

All plumbing pipes are in the wall

Hose bibs (exterior water faucets) are in the proper location

Make sure there is adequate access if the heater is located in the attic

Plumbing has the rough-in inspection completed

HVAC (Heating and Air Conditioning)

Make sure there is adequate access if the unit is located in the attic

Freon line and thermostat wires are installed and in the proper location

Dryer vent is installed

__
House is cleaned of debris (trash is out of the walls and underneath the stairs)

Framing inspection is passed
